Tips for writing a Sprint Character Education Grant
1. It is important to remember that the Sprint Character Education Grant Program is a competitive program and even the most compelling and well written application may not receive funding.  We encourage you to submit another application next year if your grant application is not funded. 

2. We ask that you keep your proposal anonymous.  Besides where asked directly in the project information section, be sure to omit any use of your school or district name in the application.   This ensures fairness during the review process.
3. The guidelines of our program are very clear.  We are looking for opportunities to fund programs that will affect student character in K-12 public schools and school districts.  Please do not try to make our program fit your need if it doesn’t.   
4. Clarity is very important.  Have someone who is not directly involved in the project read and critique your draft application. 

5. Proofread.  Typo’s and spelling errors discredit what might be a good proposal. 

6. Write your application in a Word Document before you complete the online proposal.  Also, start and finish the on-line application in one sitting.

7. Respect the listed word limits.  
8. Be creative.  Sprint is looking to fund innovative and cutting-edge character education programs.  

9. Create a solid and realistic evaluation plan.  Be sure that your results will be able to measure a change in student character. 

10. Provide a realistic budget.  The grants are being scored by a peer-group of character education stakeholders (teachers, principals, etc) that are familiar with costs needed to execute a program in the classroom or district.
